Due to technical issues with our host server for the eGrant system, applications will be accepted in Microsoft Word.  These applications are available on the Alaska Transit website, www.dot.alaska.gov/transit.  Efforts are being made to restore the system, but at this time, we do not know when it will be up.
What does this mean for your agency?

· Application deadline is now February 11, 2011 by 11:59 PM. 

· Agencies that submitted applications before the eGrant system went down will need to fill out a new application.

· Each agency must complete a Qualifying Application. 

· Prioritized project lists must be approved as stated in the application instructions by the application deadline.

· It will not be required of agencies to up-date the agency profile and vehicle inventory as this function is currently not available on the eGrants system.  The requirement of creating/updating agency profiles and vehicle inventories is removed for this application cycle due to the system not working.  
· All applications are in Word and should be filled out on a computer and submitted by email to Jessica.debartolo@alaska.gov .  
· If submitting more than one application, please send all applications and needed supporting documentation for your agency in one email.  
· The subject line of your email should be Insert Your Agency Name, Human Services Grant Application

· Applications will be scored against the criteria listed in the application instructions.  
· Except as noted here, all other application instructions still apply.
